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As	a	Creative	Cloud	member,	you	have	access	not	only	to	official	Photoshop	versions	but	also	beta	releases.	By	downloading	the	latest	Photoshop	beta,	you	can	test	upcoming	features	like	Generative	Fill	before	they're	officially	out.	This	means	you	can	provide	feedback	and	help	improve	them	by	reporting	bugs	or	sharing	ideas	with	the	community.
You'll	need	an	active	Creative	Cloud	subscription	for	this.	To	start,	open	your	Creative	Cloud	Desktop	app	(the	same	one	you	used	to	install	official	Photoshop).	In	the	left	column,	click	Beta	apps	and	look	for	Photoshop	(Beta).	Click	Install	to	download	it.	You	can	have	both	the	beta	and	official	versions	installed	at	the	same	time.	Once	downloaded,	the
Photoshop	beta	will	appear	under	Installed	beta	apps.	To	open	it,	simply	click	Open	in	the	Beta	apps	category.	Note	that	the	beta	won't	show	up	with	the	official	version	in	All	apps.	To	confirm	you're	running	the	beta,	check	the	Menu	Bar	on	your	Windows	PC	(Help	>	About	Photoshop)	or	Mac	(Photoshop	(Beta)	in	the	top	bar).	The	About	screen	will
display	Adobe	Photoshop	(Beta)	and	may	have	a	different	version	number.	Now	that	you've	installed	the	beta,	let's	explore	its	features.	You'll	find	information	about	available	beta	features	in	the	Beta	Feedback	dialog	box.	When	you	move	from	the	Home	Screen	to	the	main	interface,	look	for	the	Beta	Feedback	button	in	the	top	right	corner	(next	to
Share).	Click	this	button	to	open	the	dialog	box.	In	the	Beta	Feedback	dialog	box,	you'll	see	an	overview	of	current	beta	features	and	links	to	report	bugs	or	submit	ideas. Beta	refers	to	software	or	features	that	are	still	in	development,	meaning	they	haven't	been	fully	tested	and	perfected.	This	can	include	things	like	features	that	work	only	on	certain	operating	systems	or	specific	hardware	configurations.	Since	beta	versions	aren't	final,	it's	recommended	not	to	use	them	for	critical	tasks.	For	instance,	a	feature	might
be	available	on	Mac	but	not	Windows.	Beta	software	is	meant	to	provide	a	taste	of	what's	coming	next,	rather	than	being	used	for	production	purposes.	
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
